A Caregiver is 21 years of age or older 
and responsible for managing the well-

being of 1-3 licensed patient(s). 
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1. Either the patient or caregiver (not both) may include patient cultivation as part of their application or as an update to their application. Minors cannot add patient cultivation to their application. 
2. The requirement only applies to owners with access to medical marijuana or a medical marijuana facility and to contractors who will perform work with access to medical marijuana or related 

equipment or supplies for more than 14 days.
